Projects on maintenance include those ditches improved since 
1957 and subdivisions platted since July 1998, petitioned to 
and accepted by the County Commissioners for maintenance. 
 
As of December 31, 2008 there were 368 projects on 
maintenance consisting of: 
-48.8 miles of Open Ditch      -14.7 miles of Subsurface Drain 
-166.8 miles of Storm Drain  -1.3 miles of Swale 
-3.3 miles of Surface Drain   -2.9 miles of Grassed Waterway 
-11 Structures                        -340 Detention/Retention Basins
