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The SWCD serves the residential community for such 
things as pond site evaluations, pond management, 
riparian/streamside area planning and drainage 
evaluations. Our staff also reviews development plans 
& sites for potential natural resources related problems. 

Additionally, the SWCD conducts drainage protection 
reviews on 5+ acre lots, lot splits and no-plat 
subdivisions. These reviews look at the affects new 
development will have on existing drainage and if 
necessary require mitigation.  
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Our drainage program is responsible for 
survey, design, installation  supervision and 
maintenance of drainage improvements 
petitioned  by residents to the county. These 
improvements include: 

· Open Ditches 

· Subsurface Tile Mains 

· Surface Drain 

· Subdivision Stormwater  Systems 

A watershed is all the land that water flows across or 
under on its way to a steam, river, lake or any other 
specified point (USDA-NRCS). There are four 
watersheds in Delaware County: Scioto River, 
Olentangy River, Big Walnut Creek and Alum Creek.  
We coordinate the Upper Scioto River Watershed 
Project and the Upper Big Walnut Creek Water 
Quality Partnership. Watershed activities include: 
stream cleaning, water quality monitoring and 
educational programs. 

The soil survey is the primary source of soils 
information in Delaware County. Soil maps 
provide critical information about suitability of 
individual soil types for agriculture, building and 
construction, water management, septic systems 
and many other  things. Individual soil maps may 
be obtained in the SWCD office, on our website 
or CD-ROMs are available for purchase.  
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We provide technical assistance for conservation 
practices that reduce erosion and improve water 
quality including: 

· Nutrient & Animal Waste 

· Grassed Waterways 

· Erosion Control  

     Structures 

· Systematic Subsurface  

     Drainage 

SWCD also rents a no-till grain drill, no-till warm-
season grass drill & a tailgate straw mulcher. These 
tools help prevent erosion and conserve soil.
